Steps to set Foreign Key with more than one attributes
Suppose we have two tables  COURSES(Course#, Deptno, CourseName, CreditHour)  and  ENROLLMENT(Stud_id,  Course#,  Deptno,  Section#,  Grade).   The primary key of  COURSES is  {Course#,  Deptno}.    We want to set  {Course#,  Deptno}  of table  ENROLLMENT  a foreign key that references  {Course#, Deptno} of table COURSES.

Create the two tables  COURSES  and  ENROLLMENT and click on the relationship icon
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When you get the above dialog box, add the tables COURSES and ENROLLMENT to the relationship window;  then click on the Close button to close the above dialog box.
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To select the primary key {Course#, Deptno} of COURSES, keep pressing the Ctrl key  and click on  Course#  and  Deptno  of table  COURSES.
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Next, drag the selected primary key {Course#, Deptno} of table COURSES to any spot within table ENROLLMENT and you'll get the following dialog box.
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Click on the first row of the ENROLLMENT column in the dialog box, and you'll get an down arrow on the right of the box.  Click on the arrow and you'll get a list of attributes of table ENROLLMENT.  Then, select the attribute of ENROLLMENT which you want to take the values of column Course# of table COURSES --- in this case, the attribute from table ENROLLMENT is  Couse#.
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Then, click on the second row of column ENROLLMENT and select Deptno.

Then, click on the box  Enforce Referential Integrity and the Create button.

When you get the following screen, click on the save icon or use the file menu on the toolbar to save the relationship, and you are done.
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
