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Abstract:

This presentation takes up three topics in Nietzsche’s philosophy that have relevance to contemporary philosophy of science. (1) Fictionalism, the view that science yields at best useful fictions. (2) The nature of truth. (3) Perspectivism, regarded as an alternative to fictionalism that avoids a metaphysical understanding of truth.
